PROGRAMS for EDUCATIONAL OUTREACH
DESCRIPTION

The amount of $100 (USD) is available to a member or member facility of the Middle Atlantic Planetarium Society to assist in the conducting of a workshop for classroom teachers from the educational district or the market area of the member facility.
Funds may be used for any item that directly supports the implementation of the conference activities:  e.g., printing, refreshments, workshop materials, etc.

OBJECTIVE
This offering is intended to assist the MAPS membership in their attempts to:

a. strengthen communication between planetarians and the classroom teachers who may use their services;

b. instruct classroom teachers on the topics in planetarium lessons and how they can be integrated with classroom lessons;
c. develop in teachers a greater appreciation for the value of the planetarium as a teaching tool.
RESTRICTIONS
This offering is restricted to four (4) such programs in each calendar year.
